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The traditional teaching is designed for student’s formal learning.

E-learning, on the other hand , allows us to explore the potential of informal learning.
Advocates of E-learning suggested that the computer might replace the classroom, but most
people dismiss this point of view. Instead ,designers have learned that the best E-learning
complements classroom learning. In fact, some of the most effective E-learning programs are
blended with classroom programs, letting each medium do what it does best. (25 4 )
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Students need to be well informed if they are to act democratically in school and society. But
masses of information are not needed to practice critical thought and democratic participation.
Critical thinking is an analytic and imaginative habit of mind, which reflects on material in a
meaningful context; it is not a warehouse of data...... Democratic education opposes
fact-saturation and skills-drilling. It asserts the difference between general education and
education for majors in a field. Posing academic bodies of knowledge for students to
memorize is destructive and inappropriate for most of the time spent by most students in
school. Through problem-posing dialogue, students can gain skills and information, but in
meaningful contexts, as part of a critical inquiry, in a program centered in the
students’language and learning. (p.146-147, Empowering Education,1992) (25 4 )
